	Knowledge
building blocks
	As the children start their school journey, they begin to develop a sense of self and make valuable links between home and school. They learn to build relationships with both the nursery adults and children. The children are introduced to teddy bears through a variety of stories and puppets. This supports both the children’s imaginative play and helps children practice communicating with (human) friends. They learn to make friends, begin to understand their feelings and explore their immediate environment both indoors and outdoors. This prepares the children in understanding how we are all different.

	This half term, the children learn about traditional and fairy stories. The children begin to explore story language and develop their specific word vocabulary. Through these stories the children explore houses and homes and in turn develop their knowledge and understanding of where they live.
This leads into sharing what they like to do at home, the festivals they celebrate and the food they like to eat. 
	Children share and explore the special people in their life alongside imaginary super heroes. The children learn about what a super power is and how that can be translated into everyday life.
The children learn about different occupations and are visited by different workers. They learn about who helps us in our school community and also identify special people in their own lives. The children develop empathy by learning how to help others and begin to understand how others might be feeling.
	Children explore how different animals live and learn about their habitats. 
Children develop and extend their “natural world” vocabulary and use it in their play. This prepares the children for learning about different weather, seasons and the effects on the environment.
The children explore growing plants and vegetables and learn what a plant needs to grow. This prepares the children for looking more closely at specific habitats and how to protect and care for our planet.

	The children learn about how to care for and protect our planet with a focus on the animals. Within this topic the children explore different types of animals, pets and the miniature world of minibeasts. They look more closely at the littlest creatures and their place in the world. They are able to identify and name the different animals and where they would find them. They observe different life cycles and talk about how plants and flowers are necessary for minibeasts to exist.



	The children continue to explore how exciting our planet is. They learn that our planet exists of land and sea and how that looks on a simple globe. They learn the names of different creatures that live in the sea. They look at the different ways that sea creatures live and move. They dive into an underwater world and explore what they see and find both real and fantasy.

	Knowledge building blocks
	Children continue to develop a sense of self, similarities and differences. They begin to understand their place in the world. The children learn about houses that they live in and who is in their family. They begin to make sense of their own life- story and family history. They will develop their observational skills and share how they live. They understand, appreciate and respect how different families live. They learn about the different seasons and simple changes in their immediate environment.

	Now the children know the traditional and fairy stories, the children explore the characters, settings and the plots within these stories. They learn their address and send a letter home. They create their own journeys from their home including local landmarks and this prepares the children for locational awareness and early mapping skills.
The children share what they like to do at home, the festivals they celebrate and the food they like to eat. Additionally, the children travel through the stories and in preparation for character descriptions in Year 1, the children develop their oracy skills and become story tellers.  

	The children develop their fantasy and imagination about life on the moon. Through a variety of exciting stories, children expand their story telling and role-play about visiting the moon and who and what they find!  They create their own stories and ideas and provide writing and drawings to support this. They learn about real life astronauts and this prepares them for character studies in Year 1. They understand the difference between fact and fiction.
	This learning builds on the children’s PSHE understanding of resilience, courage and strength. They develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community. Through a variety of alien stories and crash landings, the children learn how to help, support and look after others. This prepares the children for living and playing an active and positive role in the wider world.
 
	The children learn about a specific habitat- the jungle- they build on from their knowledge of different animals and where animals live to learning about animals who specifically live in the jungle- the children take on the role of explorers and they are introduced to early mapping skills that will be explored further in Year 1.
They begin to look at how plants and animals grow and how important they are. This prepares the children for learning in more depth about looking after our world.

	Through the voyages on a ship, the children explore different places, some real and some imaginary. The children travel to distant lands and provide information about what it is like there in contrast to home. At times they are explorers at other times they are pirates searching for their treasure. The children begin to understand a simple journey and how to follow a simple map. The children share the real places they have travelled to using a globe and simple maps This prepares them for learning about different continents, countries and seas in Year 1.







	Communication and Language – Prime Area.

	The development of children’s spoken language underpins all seven areas of learning and development. Children’s back-and-forth interactions from an early age form the foundations for language and cognitive development. The number and quality of the conversations they have with adults and peers throughout the day in a language-rich environment is crucial. By commenting on what children are interested in or doing, and echoing back what they say with new vocabulary added, practitioners will build children's language effectively. Reading frequently to children, and engaging them actively in stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems, and then providing them with extensive opportunities to use and embed new words in a range of contexts, will give children the opportunity to thrive. Through conversation, story-telling and role play, where children share their ideas with support and modelling from their teacher, and sensitive questioning that invites them to elaborate, children become comfortable using a rich range of vocabulary and language structures.

Through supported interaction with other children they learn how to make good friendships, co-operate and resolve conflicts peaceably. 	Physical Development – Prime Area. 

	Physical activity is vital in children’s all-round development, enabling them to pursue happy, healthy and active lives. Gross and fine motor experiences develop incrementally throughout early childhood, starting with sensory explorations and the development of a child’s strength, co-ordination and positional awareness through tummy time, crawling and play movement with both objects and adults. By creating games and providing opportunities for play both indoors and outdoors, adults can support children to develop their core strength, stability, balance, spatial awareness, co-ordination and agility. Gross motor skills provide the foundation for developing healthy bodies and social and emotional well-being. Fine motor control and precision helps with hand-eye co-ordination which is later linked to early literacy. Repeated and varied opportunities to explore and play with small world activities, puzzles, arts and crafts and the practise of using small tools, with feedback and support from adults, allow children to develop proficiency, control and confidence.

	Literacy – Specific Area. 

	It is crucial for children to develop a life-long love of reading. Reading consists of two dimensions: language comprehension and word reading. Language comprehension (necessary for both reading and writing) starts from birth. It only develops when adults talk with children about the world around them and the books (stories and non-fiction) they read with them, and enjoy rhymes, poems and songs together. Skilled word reading, taught later, involves both the speedy working out of the pronunciation of unfamiliar printed words (decoding) and the speedy recognition of familiar printed words. Writing involves transcription (spelling and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas and structuring them in speech, before writing).

Alongside the examples of some of our core books, our books are linked to our children’s home languages and books celebrating our diverse and unique community.

	Maths – Specific Area


	Developing a strong grounding in number is essential so that all children develop the necessary building blocks to excel mathematically. Children should be able to count confidently, develop a deep understanding of the numbers to 10, the relationships between them and the patterns within those numbers. By providing frequent and varied opportunities to build and apply this understanding - such as using manipulatives, including small pebbles and tens frames for organising counting - children will develop a secure base of knowledge and vocabulary from which mastery of mathematics is built. In addition, it is important that the curriculum includes rich opportunities for children to develop their spatial reasoning skills across all areas of mathematics including shape, space and measures. It is important that children develop positive attitudes and interests in mathematics, look for patterns and relationships, spot connections, ‘have a go’, talk to adults and peers about what they notice and not be afraid to make mistakes.
